Note: The words this week are both spelling words as well as vocabulary words (This is the way they do it in high school). Also knowing what the words mean is one part, however the second skill is to learn to recognize and identify the use of these words in writing. Finally many of the words have multiple meanings so understanding that the word can be used in different ways is important
curriculum: 1. all of the courses of study given in a school, college, university, etc.: The school is adding more science courses to its curriculum. 2. the regular or a particular course of study in a school, college, etc. 3. the materials used in a course of study

obvious: easily seen, recognized, or understood; open to view or knowledge; evident: an obvious advantage.
promoted: 1. to help or encourage to exist or flourish; further: to promote world peace. 2. to advance in rank, dignity, position, etc. ( opposed to demote). 3. Education . to put ahead to the next higher stage or grade of a course or series of classes. 4. to aid in organizing (business undertakings). 5. to encourage the sales, acceptance, etc., of (a product), especially through advertising or other publicity.

emphasize: to give emphasis to; lay stress upon; stress: to emphasize a point; to emphasize the eyes with mascara. 
haze: water or particles in the air that subdue colors or make objects harder to see. 2. vagueness or obscurity, as of the mind or perception; confused or vague thoughts, feelings, etc.: The victims were still in a haze and couldn't describe the accident.
integrity: adherence to moral and ethical principles; soundness of moral character; honesty.
suspended: 1. to hang by attachment to something above: to suspend a chandelier from the ceiling. 2. to attach so as to allow free movement: to suspend a door on a hinge. 3. to keep from falling, sinking, forming a deposit, etc., as if by hanging: to suspend solid particles in a liquid. 4. to hold or keep undetermined; refrain from forming or concluding definitely: to suspend one's judgment. 5. to defer or postpone: to suspend sentence on a convicted person. 

unethical: lacking moral principles; unwilling to adhere to proper rules of conduct. 
buoy: 1. Nautical . a distinctively shaped and marked float, sometimes carrying a signal or signals, anchored to mark a channel, anchorage, navigational hazard, etc., or to provide a mooring place away from the shore.
sensory: of or pertaining to the senses or sensation.
simile: To compare two things that are not normally connected using the words like or as. 

metaphor: To compare two things directly (no like or as) that are not normally connected
personification: a comparison between a non-human and a human that gives a non-human the qualities of a person.
imagery: 1. vivid descriptions of things seen. Imagery is related to sensory language, which appeals to all the senses of sight, sound, smell, taste, and touch. 2. the formation of mental images, figures, or likenesses of things, or of such images collectively: the dim imagery of a dream. 3. pictorial images. 

dialogue: 1.conversation between two or more persons.2.the conversation between characters in a novel, drama, etc. 3. an exchange of ideas or opinions on a particular issue, especially a political or religious issue, with a view to reaching an amicable agreement or settlement.
expository: Text or speech that is meant to set forth or explain a concept or procedure. Considered one of the four traditional forms of composition (along with description, narration, and persuasion), exposition may contain elements of the other three forms in order to achieve its purpose. Places where you can find expository text... [textbooks, encyclopedias, scientific books/journals, atlases, directions, guides, biographies, newspapers 

narrative: The telling of a story or an account of a sequence of events. One of the four traditional forms of composition (along with description, exposition, and persuasion). Narration differs from exposition, which can also relate a sequence of events, in that narration need not be factual and may be written from the perspective of a character in the text.
